Campground Host position in the Lake Dixon campground. 
 
Job Description and Duties: 
  

• Greets campers, gives directions.  
• Performs campground maintenance. 
• Keeps work records and occasionally fills out forms.  

 
Minimum Requirements: 
 

• A Host must work well with people, be personable and neat in appearance.  
• You must have your own RV and be willing to live in the campground for three to six months.  

Pets will not be allowed.  
• You will be required to be on-site five days per week, especially on weekends and heavy use 

holidays. 
• You will also be required to perform a minimum of 20 hours of maintenance work per week.   

These will be done in shifts of at least four hours scheduled through the park supervisor.   
• Off days will also be scheduled through the park supervisor and will be during the week.   
• A Host must be physically able to perform some raking, shoveling, sweeping, and litter removal.  

The City of Escondido Will Provide: 

• Uniform or identifying insignia.  
• All tools and equipment needed to perform any maintenance  
• Two week days off per week.  
• Ample free time during the day.  
• Free use of a campsite with water, sewer and electric hookup for the length of your stay.   

Note:   Successful candidates will be fingerprinted and must pass a background check.
